Short Assignment #3

You will write a short 2-3 page paper discussing the words that were used to describe the person.  

Some things you might want to write about are:

· What adjectives are used to describe the person?

· What personal information, if any, is included in the articles?

· Is all of the information relevant to the story?

· Is there any gender-bias communicated in the article?

· Was the story written by a male or female reporter?

· Was a photo included with the story?  If so, how was the person portrayed visually?
