Short Assignment #3

For this short assignment, you should read a “mainstream” newspaper (ie. If you cannot obtain the papers, you may also do this assignment by looking at the newspapers’ websites.

After reading through the papers, choose a news story or two and compare and contrast how the coverage is similar or dissimilar in the two papers.  Try to find a story that has some racial element to it.

Write up your thoughts/findings in a short 1-2 page paper.

Be prepared to share your analysis with others in the class on the day the assignment is due (due date listed at the top of the page).
