WRITING A 4-PAGE TREATMENT

Before you begin writing you must know:

· beginning (the set up) - roughly ¼ of your total story content

· middle (confrontation)  - roughly ½ of your total story content

· end (resolution – what’s the solution of your story?) – roughly ¼ of your total story content

· plot point 1 that comes at the end of  Act I

· plot point 2 that comes at the end of Act II

A plot point is an incident, episode or event that “hooks” into the action and spins it around into another direction

Write the treatment is the present tense!

PAGE 1

In ½ page:

· Write the opening scene seqence in a dramatic narrative

In ½ page:

· Summarize the action that occurs in Act I

PAGE 2

In ½ page:

· Write the plot point at the end of Act I in a dramatic narrative

On a separate sheet of paper:

· List 4 obstacles that your character(s) confront during the action of Act II (can be internal external, physical, mental, spiritual or emotional or a combination of those)

PAGE 2 AND 3

Now in approximately 1 page:

· Summarize each of the obstacles your character encounters during Act II (describe the obstacle and how character deals with it)

PAGE 3

In ½ page:

· Write the plot point at the end of Act II in a dramatic narrative

PAGE 4

In ½ page:

· Summarize the action of Act III, the resolution

In ½ page:

· Write the end scene or sequence in a dramatic narrative
