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Video Critiques
After completing your video production assignments #2, #3, #4 and #5, you will present your tapes in class during a critique session.  Critique sessions are held to discuss the production process and receive feedback and ideas from class members.
Each team is responsible for leading the session when their tape is presented.  Most tapes can be critiqued by answering the following questions (however, you are not limited to these questions):

· Were you satisfied with the final production (why/why not)?

· Did the tape turn out the way you originally planned it (explain)?

· What problems did you encounter in the production and editing process?

· What would you do differently if you had the time to improve or redo the production?

In addition to the class sessions you are responsible for handing in a TYPED CRITIQUE for each tape produced (assignments #2, #3, #4 and #5).  In your typed evaluation you should critique the place produced, including what you learned from producing the video (e.g., “don’t try to do too much,” or “some ideas sound good on paper but don’t translate into video easily,” etc.)  You may also evaluate the contributions (or non-contributions) of other team members.  Typed evaluations are due the same day as your videotape.

One page should be sufficient.
